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Description 

This position is in the eBay Legal Department Commercial group. It is the equivalent of a senior manager level position within eBay. The ideal candidate will have 4 –5 years of contracts and negotiating experience, comprised of a combination of law firm and in-house experience, specifically related to internet marketing transactions, “click-thru” licenses, technology agreements, and other online and offline transactions. The candidate will be expected to structure and negotiate both standard deals and one-off large-dollar, complex transactions. The candidate must be flexible and able to work the hours necessary to close deals efficiently and in a timely manner while protecting the Company’s interests. The candidate must also have a working knowledge of the business issues, including but not limited to, revenue recognition, accounting and tax issues, that impact both vendor agreements and on-line marketing, listing, advertising and user transactions. 

Specific contractual responsibilities include drafting, reviewing and negotiating eBay’s commercial agreements, including but not limited to, marketing, consulting, technology, nondisclosure and all third party products and services agreements. Counsel (Commercial) will work with, and secure the necessary approvals from, appropriate business, accounting, finance and legal personnel to ensure that the terms of the agreements are in accordance with eBay’s policies and applicable law. Counsel (Commercial) will also provide advice to eBay personnel on contractual issues, and creatively resolve contractual issues while minimizing and/or managing the risk associated with the commercial agreements. In addition, Counsel will work as directed on other projects relating to eBay’s commercial contracts. The position will report to the company’s Senior Business Development Counsel, Commercial. Generally, attorneys will spend at least two (2) years at this position with eBay before being eligible for promotion (even where all other requirements for promotion are met). 

Qualifications 

Candidate must have a J.D. degree and be a member of at least one state bar (preferably CA) and at least four (4) years of experience (in-house or a law firm) with legal issues related to the Internet and/or commercial agreements for online businesses. Work environment is fast-paced, and requires flexibility and creativity in dealing with commercial contractual issues. Applicants must be team-oriented, have sound legal and business judgment, and be able to work effectively with other groups within the Company. Applicants must also be willing to work the hours necessary to close deals on schedule and/or in a timely manner during periods of increased activity. Some travel may be required.
